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Description of Organization

Environmental Traveling Companions (ETC) is an established and respected nonprofit,
community-based organization that makes the joy and challenge of outdoor adventures
accessible to people with disabilities and under-resourced youth, inspiring self-confidence,
connection to nature, and stewardship of the environment. ETC's sea kayaking, whitewater
rafting, cross-country skiing, and Youth LEAD programs annually enable over 3,000 participants
to enjoy educational and transformational outdoor adventures.

Position Description

The Program Associate is a seasonal 7- 8month position. The Program Associate is responsible for
supervising and training volunteers and other seasonal staff, for leading sea kayak trips on San Francisco
and Tomales Bays from one to five days in length, for developing and teaching environmental education
curriculum, and for providing administrative support, such as pre- and post-trip communications, agency
and volunteer outreach, and trip staffing.

The Program Associate works closely with the Sea Kayak Program Manager, Operations Manager, 1-3
seasonal Field Interns, and ETC’s volunteer Trip Leaders and Guides.

curriculum
