Description of Organization

ETC is a non-profit, volunteer-based organization that provides outdoor adventure and
environmental education experiences for people of all abilities. ETC conducts Sea Kayak
and Whitewater Rafting trips serving youth and adults from under-resourced backgrounds
and people with disabilities as well as extended Youth Leadership Programs for youths
from underserved communities.

Position Description

facilitating whitewater rafting trips, interns will develop skills that are valuable for future
employment in the outdoor industry or in other professional or educational settings. This is
a residential internship at the ETC River Camp in Lotus, California.
